1. INTRODUCTION

The Forum is accessed from the Broads Society’s main website Contents menu item, entitled “Members’ Forum”.

2. ACCESSING THE FORUM

When you access the Forum for the first time you should see a screen like this:-

4. REGISTERED USERS
